ISME Asia 2007 will be held together with 23™ Annual Meeting of Japanese Society of Microbial
Ecology (JSME 23) on September 15-17, 2007 in Matsuyama, Ehime Prefecture, Japan. This will

be the first meeting for researchers on microbial ecology from Asian countries to get together,
know each other and share new knowledge and any related problems on microbial ecology.

Scientific researches and technology development on microbial ecology and related
areas have been extensively conducted in Asian countiries, and these activities and
population of researchers are growing. International collaboration in the Asian region
has also been quite active. We would deserve more scientific commitments perhaps
multilaterally rather than bilaterally for future development of research and education as
well as for solving environmental problems that we are facing in this region.

In ISME Asia 2007, scientific presentations with posters and a symposium for relevant
topics in microbial ecology will be conducted. In addition to these ‘ordinary’ scientific
sessions, a couple of types of sessions will be held for reviewing 1) relevant scientific
subjects, environmental issues, research sites and scientists in each nation by an
executive, and 2) experiences of scientific collaboration in Asia region in the past. In
these sessions, we will acquire fundamental information and knowledge such as
environmental problems, relevant subjects, human resources, and appropriate
contacting points in each nation from various aspects as well as update scientific
information. These would help for future communication in this region.

In parallels with ISME Asia 2007, the 23rd annual meeting of Japanese Society for
Microbial Ecology (JSME 23) will be held at the same venue. Over 300 scientific
presentations will be expected in JSME 23. Scientific presentations of ISME Asia 2007
will be joined in a session of JSME 23 to make deeper discussion.

Since this is the first trial to hold such an international symposium on Microbial Ecology
in Asia, organizing committee believes, your contribution will be a great value for the
success of the symposium and further scientific activity in Asia region.

We are looking forward to seeing you in Matsuyama.
